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III. Outcome of Service Deliveries 

1. HIV/AIDS prevention activities 

In Quarter 3-2007, there were a total of 30 specialized STI clinics covering 21 of the 
24 Cambodia provinces and cities (except Mundulkiri province and Kep city), 
There is also 18 NGO STI clinics (RHAC, MEC and PSF). In additional 75 OD in 24 
provinces have reported STI/RTI syndromes.  

Of the 30 specialize clinics 29 (96%) are upgraded with laboratory support to 
perform RPR testing and basic microscopy (Annex: STI indicator 1). Of those, 16 
labs are functioning. This laboratory support enables specialized clinics to use 
refined algorithms for the management of STIs in high-risk populations. In the 
third quarter 2007, 57,898 consultations were provided at the total of 48 facilities 
with 30 is government and 18 NGO STI clinics [5,566 consultations were provided 
to male patients, 802 to MSM, 39,114 to low-risk women and 12,416 to sex workers 
(5,626 for DSW ; 6,790 for IDSW;) of which 8,090 were monthly follow-up visits]. In 
this quarter all STI Clinics also reported their laboratory report to NCHADS. 
Attendance of sex workers, particularly IDSW at specialized STI clinics has 
increased in the last quarter (Figuer1).  

Of 3,288 male and 57 MSM STI syndromes reported, 2,945 (88.0%) were urethral 
discharges; Anal discharge 53 (1.6%), Ano-genital ulcers 200 (6.0%), Ano-genital 
warts 105 (3.1%), Scrotum swelling 20 (0.6%), Inguinal bubo 22 (0.7%). 

Of 27,799 STI syndromes reported among low-risk women, 6,402 (23.0%) were 
cervicitis, vaginitis 20,806 (74.8%), PID 233 (0.8%), Ano-genital ulcers 221 (0.9%) 
and Ano-genital warts 137 (0.5%) (Figure 1).

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In quarter 3-2007, of the 1,557 DSWs who attended specialized clinics for their first 
visit, 872 (56%) were diagnosed with a STI, including 459 (29.5%) with cervicitis. 
Among 4,069 DSWs who attended specialized clinics for monthly follow-up visits, 
1,425 (35.0%) were diagnosed with a STI, including 826 (20.3%) with cervicitis 
(Annex: STI indicator 2). In quarter 3-2007, of the 2,769 EWs who attended 
specialized clinics for their first visit, 1480 (53.4%) were diagnosed with a STI, 
including 728 (26.3%) with cervicitis. Of the 4,021 EWs who attended specialized 
clinics for monthly follow-up visits, 950 (23.6%) were diagnosed with a STI, 
including 405 (10.1%) with cervicitis. 
 
2. Comprehensive care for people living with HIV/AIDS (PLHA) 

2.1. Availability of services  

To date, 34 Operational Districts (OD) in 20 provinces have established a 
Continuum of Care (Annex: CoC indicator).  These CoC have been established in 
ODs that have OI/ART sites at the exception of Phnom Penh ODs.  

2.1.1. VCCT 

The number of VCCT services has increased drastically over the last 5 years, from 
12 sites in 2000 to 190 sites by September 2007 (Annex: VCCT indicator 1) (Figure 
2).

A total of 14 new VCCT sites have been opened Q3-2007. Of the current 190 VCCT 
sites, 163 are supported directly by the Government, and 27 by NGOs (RHAC, PSI 
and Marie Stope). 

Of a total of 74,733 VCCT clients, 70,870 persons have been tested for HIV at VCCT 
sites in Q3-2007 (Figure 3)

Of the total number of people tested in Q3-2007, 40,860 (57.7%) were female and 
62,596 (88.3%) were aged 15-49 years (VCCT indicator 2) (Table 1).

Provider initiated HIV testing and counseling (PITC) was approved in a policy 
document signed by MoH in September 2006 at health facilities that have VCCT 
services. Health care workers propose HIV testing to ANC attendees, STD patients, 
TB patients and patients with symptoms of HIV disease who access health facilities, 
give pre-test information and provide a referral card to access VCCT services or 
draw blood and send it to VCCT. The HIV test is conducted at VCCT sites as well 
as post-test counseling. 

In Q3-2007, 98.1% (range: 84.0% - 100% across sites) of clients tested received their 
result through post-test counseling (Annex: VCCT indicator 3). 
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In Q3 2007, of 74,733 VCCT clients 58,944 (78.9%) were self referred, 1016 (1.4%) 
were referred by STD clinics, 4165 (5.6%) were referred by TB services, 5329(7.1%) 
were referred by HBC, 2235(3.0%) were referred by general medicine, 1223 (1.6%) 
were referred by Maternity services, 440 (0.6%) were referred by Pediatric care, 125 
(0.2%) were referred by FP services and 1256 (1.7%) were referred by others(Figure 
4).

In Q3-2007, of 74,733 VCCT clients, 4,165 (5.6%) were referred from the TB 
program (Figure 5) (VCCT indicator 4). The referral of TB patients to VCCT has 
improved this quarter.

In Q3-2007, a total of 3,745 persons nationwide were detected HIV positive at 
VCCT sites.  

The HIV-infection rate among VCCT clients is decreasing with 5.3% of VCCT 
clients found HIV-infected in Q3-2007 (Figure 6).

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2.1.2. OI and ART services 

To date, 48 health facilities offer OI and ART services in 20 provinces, including 1 
site that providing OI care only: Sampov Loun Referral Hospital in Sampov Loun 
Operational District in Battambang province. These 48 OI and ART services are 
supported by the government and by partner NGOs. Of the total 48 OI/ART sites, 
22 sites already provide pediatric care. 

In Q3-2007, 38 ODs have at least one facility that provides ART services (Annex: 
HFBC indicator 1). Sampov Loun OD has a site that provide OI services only and 
will start ART soon (Figure 7).

Laboratory support 

The four leased CD4 FACScounts are still operational in 4 provinces (Takeo, 
Kompong Cham, Battambang and at NIPH in Phnom Penh). CD4 count is also 
available at Pasteur Institute in Phnom Penh and in Sisophon Banteay Manchey 
(US CDC). A total of 16,926 CD4 counts have been conducted in Q3 2007 in the 4 
provinces with the leased FACScounts (Figure 8). CD4 % testing for children is 
conducted at Pasteur Institute in Phnom Penh and at NIPH.

Viral load and DNA PCR testing is available at IPC. NIPH laboratory has been 
equipped for viral load testing and DNA PCR in 2006. NIPH is currently able to 
perform both testing. 

In Quarter 3-2007 a total of 25,353 active patients, including 22,981 adults and 2,372 
children were receiving ART (Figures 9, 10) (Annex: HFBC indicator 3).

In Q3-2007, female patients accounted for 50.6% of all active patients on ART and 
49.4% of adult patients on ART.   

At OI/ART sites, a total of 3,365 new patients (including 363 children) started OI 
prophylaxis and management and 2,159 new patients (including 233 children) 
started on ART in Q3-2007 (Figure 11). The number of new ART patients has been 
slightly higher than in Q2-2007.

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There were a total of 8,973 actives OI adult patients and 1.541 child patients not yet 
eligible for ART at the end of Q3-2007. Of the 8,973 adults on OI not yet eligible for 
ART, 5,783 (64.5%). 
 
As of Q3-2007, 2,547 OI adult patients and 288 child patients were eligible for ART 
but not yet on ART at the end of Q3-2007.  
 
Patient mobility across services 

During Q3-2007, a total of 452 ART patients were transferred out to new ART sites 
located closer to their home residence.  
 
 

2.1.3. Community-based services 

Home-based care (HBC) 

To date, there are 255 HBC teams in Cambodia (Annex: HBC indicator 1) (Figure 
11).  The current number of HBC teams has decreased in quarter 3 2007, because 
some organizations stopped their activity in some provinces due to lack of funding. 
A total of 596 health centers are linked to HBC teams (Annex: HBC indicator 4) in 
18 provinces within the CoC.

These HBC teams are currently supporting a total of 26,346 PLHA (Annex: HBC 
indicator 2).  
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PLHA support groups (SG)  

In Q3-2007, 38 new PLHA SG has been created. To date 685 PLHA SG are active in 
Cambodia. These PLHA support groups are currently established in 14 provinces 
only (source: CPN+ report). The number of active PLHA supported by these 
support groups increased to 35,388 in Q3-2007 (Figure 13).

TB/HIV collaboration 
 
In quarter 3 2007, 540 health centers have intensified TB/HIV collaborative 
activities in 16 provinces. In particular, health centers with HBC teams facilitate 
the transportation of TB patients from the community to the nearest VCCT site for 
HIV testing. 
At the 540 HCs with special TB/HIV collaborative activities during Q 3 2007, of the 
4,387 diagnosed and old TB cases identified by HBC teams as still on treatment but 
not yet HIV tested, 1,607 (36.6%) were reported by HBC teams as having attended 
VCCT services for HIV testing. Of the 1,607 TB patients tested for HIV, 132 (8.2%) 
were detected HIV-positive. TB/HIV co-infected patients were referred to OI/ART 
sites. Provincial performances in transporting TB patients to VCCT vary greatly. 
In addition to the efforts of HBC teams to transport TB patients to VCCT, another 
2,558 TB patients did reach VCCT sites by themselves in Q 3 07. Therefore, a total 
of 4,165 TB patients were seen at VCCT in Q3 2007 and tested for HIV. From 
January to September 2007, 6,766 TB patients were referred by HBC teams to 
VCCT. The 2007 target of 10,000 TB patients to be referred by HBC teams to VCCT 
will be achieved only if some provinces improve their performance.  
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2.2.  PMTCT (Data provided by NMCHC) 

From July to September 2007, of a total of 20,615 first ANC attendees at 81 ANC 
clinics with PMTCT services, 16,592 (80.5%) were tested for HIV (Annex: PMTCT 
indicator 3) and 15,251 (74.0%) received their test result through post-test 
counseling (Annex: PMTCT indicator 4). The total number of women attending 
ANC at a PMTCT site from January to September, 2007 who received the results of 
their HIV test was 36,720 (69.2% ANC1). Among couples where the woman 
attended an ANC clinic with PMTCT services, 3,547 husbands/partners accepted 
testing (21.4% of pregnant women were tested with their husbands/partners) and 
3,315 (93.5%) also received their test result through post-test counselling (Annex: 
PMTCT indicator 5). The total number of husbands/partners, who received the 
results of their HIV test from January to September, 2007 was 7,646 (18.8%). 
Among women who received the results of their HIV test at PMTCT services, 109 
(0.7%) were HIV positive, 2 women were found positive on their second HIV test 
and a further 105 known HIV-positive pregnant women were referred to PMTCT 
services (Figures for January to September, 2007 were 328, 7 and 288 respectively). 
Of women found to be HIV positive on testing at PMTCT sites, 98 were referred to 
CoC services. A total of 134 HIV-infected pregnant women delivered their babies 
at PMTCT maternity sites between July to September 2007. Of these 134 mothers, 
126 (94.0%) accessed ARV drugs: 38 (28.4%) received AZT during pregnancy (35 of 
them also received AZT + SD NVP during labour), 68 (50.7%) received HAART 
and 20 (14.9%) received ARV prophylaxis in labour alone. A total of 361 out of 379 
(95.3%) HIV-positive mothers at delivery received ARV drugs from January to 
September, 2007. Of 134 infants born to HIV-infected mothers at PMTCT maternity 
sites from July to September 2007, 130 (97.0%) received ARV prophylaxis, 91 
received NVP and ZDV for 1 week and 37 for 4 weeks; 2 infants received single 
dose NVP alone (Annex: PMTCT indicator 6) (Figure 10). A total of 369 out of 382 
(96.6%) infants born to HIV-infected mothers at PMTCT maternity sites received 
ARV drugs from January to September, 2007. Of 39 children born to HIV-infected 
mothers who received HIV-testing at 18 months between July to September 2007, 1 
boy and 0 girls tested HIV-positive.

3. Drug and logistic support 
 
In Q3 2007, all ART sites reported the number of patients on each ART regimen. 
Most prescribed regimens were d4t+3TC+NVP, d4t+3TC+EFV and 
AZT+3TC+NVP, whereas 3.8% of adults and 3.0% of children were on PI-based 
regimens (Table 2).

Most of Expenditure was better at Provincial level than at NCHADS HQ: 

• For DFID funding, 93% of planned provincial expenditures was achieved, while 
45% of planned expenditures was achieved by NCHADS HQ.  

• For GFATM funding, 99% by 8 provinces covered by GFATM-R2 and 99% by 
GFATM-R4 were achieved, while 55% of planned expenditures were achieved by 
NCHADS almost all this planned central expenditure was procurements.  

• For AHF funding, 100% of planned provincial expenditures was achieved, and 
15% of planned expenditures was achieved by NCHADS HQ, almost all this 
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planned central expenditure was procurements, and renovation / 
construction of Health Facilities. 

• CTAP funding only covered the Social Health Clinic, CHAI, WHO, expenditures 
only incurred by NCHADS HQ. 

• But for CDC funding, 77% of planned provincial expenditure was achieved, and 
283% of planned expenditure was achieved by NCHADS, because some 
expenditures were carried over from last quarter.  

• For EUROPAID funding, 109% of planned provincial expenditures was achieved, 
and 117% of planned expenditures was achieved by NCHADS HQ. The 
expenditures were higher than the plan because this included with the amount of 
expenditures were committed from the last quarter.   

• Many provinces did very well; 22 of 24 spent more than 80% of their plans; 
only 2 provinces spent less than 80% (BTB: 69% and PVH: 79%).
