
  

A two-day coordination network meeting conducted by 

VCCT-NCHADS in partnership with USCDC, and EpiC-

FHI360 took place on December 27-28, 2022, at the 

provincial health department meeting room, Kampong 

Cham province. The objective network meeting was to 

(1) review the progress of HIV testing services 

implementation against the work plan, including data 

quality and discuss key challenges, and 

recommendations, (2) improve the HIV testing services, 

quality control services, and data management. 

The participants, comprising management from 

NCHADS, PHD, PASP, and the EpiC project of the 

FHI360, came from 7 provinces, including KEP, 

Kampot, Kampong Speu, Takeo, Pursat, Kandal, and 

Kampong Cham. 

The meeting started with remarks from Mrs. Nith Sopha, 

HIV testing service, Mr. Eng Bunthoeun, Public health 

assistant from US-CDC, Dr. Seng Sopharun, Deputy 

Director of Kampong Cham PHD, and opening remark 

by Dr. Ouk Vichea, Director of National Center for 

HIV/AIDS, Dermatology and STI (NCHADS) who 

presided over the network meeting. 

There were five main presentations presented at the 

workshop, 1) Global AIDS report-2022 and Cambodia 

HIV estimates and progress towards 95-95-95 targets 

in 2021, 2) Cambodia's HIV Testing and RTRI result by 

year, age groups, target groups and by geographic 

location by Dr. Chea Chankosalmony, VCCT-NCHADS 

& Eng Bunthoeun, USCDC 3) Partner Notification, 

tracing and Testing (PNTT) from Jan-Dec 2022 by Eng 

Bunthoeun – the yield positive among the partners 

tested is high at 44%, but there is gap in partners 

elicited at only 44%, 4) overview of the data quality, data 

validation, DQA and updated HIV testing result by Leng 

Chan Ratana, DMU-NCHADS 5) updated result HIV 

testing including HIVST and progress of PrEP 

implementation that link to prevention to care and 

treatment thought NPD by Nith Sopha and So Kimhai, 

EpiC, 5) progress update QA/QC, onsite monitoring visit 

finding and recommendation for improvement including 

open the floor question and small group discussion.  

The coordination network meeting is a highly productive forum for updating progress, sharing lessons learned, and 

group discussion on the gaps and ways forward to improve case finding as well as testing for recent infections and the 

public health response to stop the ongoing transmission. It also discussed how to improve the data collection for case-

based surveillance across the services including HIV/AIDS Prevention, Care, and Treatment, PNTT, and referral 

linkages among health providers from certain provinces that help to achieve the 95-95-95 targets by 2025. Another 

positive outcome of the meeting was the good interaction between the facilitators and participants, including the sharing 

of good practices from VCCT and ART providers on the current implementation of VCCT-Recency testing and the link 

of the cases to ART services, especially more emphasis on partner elicitation among recently diagnosed patients, 

counseling skills, data utilization, regular follow-up, and networking with CBO who are working with KPs and their 

partners. 
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
